RULES AND REGULATIONS

ADOPTED DECEMBER 2012
IF THIS DOCUMENT CONTAINS ANY RESTRICTION BASED ON RACE, COLOR, RELIGION, SEX, FAMILIAL STATUS, MARITAL STATUS, DISABILITY, NATIONAL ORIGIN, OR ANCESTRY, THAT RESTRICTION VIOLATES STATE AND FEDERAL FAIR HOUSING LAWS AND IS VOID, AND MAY BE REMOVED PURSUANT TO SECTION 12956.1 OF THE GOVERNMENT CODE.  LAWFUL RESTRICTIONS UNDER STATE AND FEDERAL LAW ON THE AGE OF OCCUPANTS IN SENIOR HOUSING OR HOUSING FOR OLDER PERSONS SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED AS RESTRICTIONS BASED ON FAMILIAL STATUS.

 General Rules

1. Homeowners shall be held financially responsible for the violation of these rules whether by their guests, tenants or themselves.

2. All homeowners, tenants or guests are required to conduct themselves that they will not bring about notoriety or unfavorable publicity to themselves or to the Tahquitz Creek Villas Homeowners Association.

3. If damage is done to the common area surfaces, furniture or property, the responsible homeowner shall have the repair thereto or replacement thereof accomplished within 30 days, or the Board of Directors of the Association shall cause the repairs and/or replacement to be completed and the homeowner will be charged for the costs accordingly.

4. Vulgar or profane language, boisterous or offensive conduct on the Association premises is strictly prohibited.

5. Loud talking, television or radio/stereo playing, or other noises that disturb other homeowners are not permitted.  Usual noises of parties and/or gatherings are acceptable up to 11 pm, providing the noise is kept to a reasonable level.

6. Exterior hanging of bathing suits, towels or other clothing in such a way that they are visible from another homeowner's residence or the common area, including the street, is prohibited.

7. No exterior changes of any kind may be made to a unit without the written approval of the Board of Directors of the Association and/or its Architectural Committee, including but not limited to items such as painting, additions to patio walls or extensions of cement slabs. Request for any such changes should be submitted to the Board of Directors through the office of the Management Agent.

8. Additional outdoor lights connected to the Association meters may not be installed without prior approval from the Board of Directors.

9. No bikes, motorbikes, skates, skateboards, or similar apparatus is permitted in the common area.

10. *Campers, trailers, boats or trucks must not be parked within the complex, except for the purpose of loading or unloading, which is limited to forty-eight (48) hours.

11. No pets are permitted in the tennis courts or around the pools.  Pets must be kept on a leash at all times, and must not be allowed to bark continuously so as to disturb others.  Owners must make proper disposal of their pet's litter.

12. *No ball playing is allowed on the tennis courts, other than for Tennis or Pickle Ball, or around the pools and/or other common areas.

13. Driving speed inside the complex is limited to 10 mph.

14. Signs, other than realtor signs, are not permitted.
*New Rule
Swimming Pool Rules

1. The pools and spa are for the enjoyment of all owners, their guests and tenants. The presence of others around the pool areas should be respected by those sharing their use.

2. No lifeguard is on duty.  Please read and observe rules posted at each pool.


3. Children under 14 must be accompanied by an adult at all times in accordance with California State law.

4. No rafts or pool toys will be permitted in the pools where ten (10) or more people are swimming.  No rafts or toys are permitted in the spa at any time. Rafts and toys must be removed from the pools when not in use, except HOA deterrent floats.  Please remember to give consideration to others when using such items in the pools.

5. Spa timers must be turned off when leaving the spa.

6. No glass containers or bottles are permitted in the pool area.  Cans and plastic containers are the only acceptable items. 

7. Food is not permitted in the pool or pool area.
8. *Smoking is not permitted within the pool or pool area.
9. All trash or litter of any kind must be deposited in the proper receptacles, both as a courtesy and to prevent insect problems.

10. There will be no reservation of pool furniture for later use by leaving personal articles on them.

11. Loud talking or playing of radios is prohibited around the pools as well as boisterous or offensive conduct.  Also, running or ball playing is not permitted in the pool areas.

12. Chairs and chaise lounges must be returned to their original place after use.  Pool furniture must remain in the pool area.  All umbrellas must be lowered when leaving the pool area.

Tennis Court Rules

1. All players must wear tennis shoes and appropriate tennis attire while using the courts. No swimwear is permissible.

2. Rules of tennis etiquette must be observed.  Loud and unnecessary noises are not permitted.

3. No food or beverages are allowed on the courts.

4. Tennis and Pickle Ball are the only activates permitted on the tennis courts.  Pets, bicycles, skates, skateboards, children at play, and games other than tennis are prohibited. Tennis matches have priority over the courts.
